JUNIOR SCIENCE AND HUMANITIES SYMPOSIA (JSHS)

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
Jointly sponsored by the United States Departments of the Army, Navy, and Air Force, and supported by leading research universities throughout the nation, the Junior Science and Humanities Symposia (JSHS), reaches over 10,000 high school students and teachers throughout the United States, Puerto Rico, and in the Department of Defense Dependents Schools, Europe and Pacific Rim regions.  Currently, JSHS has forty-eight Regional symposia and a National symposium, which is held annually in late April or early May.  Students who compete in the Regional symposia and National symposium have the opportunity to present their original research, and also listen to presentations of current research by host universities, visit research and development laboratories, get together and trade ideas with practicing researchers and their peers.  Students in grades 9-12 who are seriously interested in the sciences, engineering, or mathematics and high school students who have conducted original research in sciences, engineering, or mathematics are encouraged to participate in the Regional symposia.  Three finalists from the forty-eight Regional symposia are eligible to receive scholarship awards 
PROGRAM OBJECTIVES
JSHS is designed to “. . . promote research and experimentation in the sciences, engineering and mathematics at the high school level; recognize the significance of research in human affairs and the importance of humane and ethical principles in the application of research results; search out talented youth and their teachers, recognize their accomplishments at symposia, and encourage their continued interest and participation in the sciences, mathematics and engineering; expand the horizons of research-oriented students by exposing them to opportunities in the academic, industrial and governmental communities; increase the number of future adults capable of conducting research and development.”
PROGRAM AVAILABILITY

Application guidelines and materials are obtained by contacting the JSHS regional symposium director in their area, which is available at http://www.jshs.org/regions.html.  Interested students and their teachers will be required to complete registration and/or application materials; comply with regional and national rules and polices that apply to the preparation of written reports and oral presentations; submit a written report of their original research investigation for review by a regional panel of judges; and deliver an oral presentation at the symposium.  Written and oral reports should present the results of original research carried out by the students and students must demonstrate their understanding of the scientific principles underlying their research problem.  Students are encouraged to obtain assistance from teachers, mentors, parents, or other students.
