SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY ACADEMIC RECOGNITION SYSTEM (STARS)


PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

The US Army Research Laboratory (ARL) STARS program was designed to assist ARL with maintaining a world class team of scientists and engineers with advanced degrees in highly competitive research areas, while simultaneously continuing to enhance the diversity of the ARL professional team.  The STARS program helps to identify and recruit exceptional students that are enrolled in a science, engineering, or mathematics curriculum at Historically Black Colleges or Universities and/or other Minority Institutions (HBCU/MIs).  Students participating in the STARS program receive tuition assistance and a paid-internship as they progress professionally within the ARL workforce.  Students in the STARS program will receive up to $30,000 per year for two years of their graduate study.  During the summer, students are given the opportunity to work with an ARL research team on career-related projects of technical relevance to the ARL mission.  Each student enters into a mentor/protégé relationship with an ARL senior research scientist, who will assist in the student’s professional development.  Successful completion of the program may lead to a career-conditional position within ARL.

PROGRAM OBJECTIVE

The overall objective of the STARS program is to alleviate the projected future shortfall of graduate (Master’s) level scientists and engineers by targeting the underutilized groups of students at HBCU/MIs.  

PROGRAM AVAILABILITY

Recruitment period for the STARS program begins at the Fall of each year.  STARS applications are available and accepted from September to November.  A cut-off date for accepting applications will be stated in the STARS application.  Interested students may obtain the application through the ARL website, www.arl.army.mil or call to request for an application through the mail by calling (301) 394-1600.  Students need to ensure that their application and all documentation accompanying their application are received before the cut off date.  Only completed applications are reviewed, and all incomplete applications are eliminated.  Students selected for the program are required to participate in an interview process (January-February timeframe).  Approximately one-week after their interviews, the students will be notified of their selection or non-selection.

ARL Headquarters is located in Adelphi, Maryland, with additional sites at Aberdeen Proving Ground, Maryland; Research Triangle Park, North Carolina; White Sands Missile Range, New Mexico; and co-locations with NASA in Cleveland, Ohio and Langley, Virginia.
